Dear Parents, 

As part of your son/daughter’s A level Geography course, the department is organising a visit to 

Cradley Heath to take place on Thursday 16th October 2025. This fieldwork takes place in lesson time 

and Cradley Heath is our ‘local place’ place study, part of the Human Geography unit Changing 

Places. We aim to leave school for 11am and return by approximately 3pm. 

Fieldwork and data collection are a vital element of the course and in view of the educational nature 

of this fieldwork, all transport costs are to be covered by the school.  However, they may wish to bring 

some money along to purchase items.
